Risk Status

· I appreciate the support from the ACC membership via the increased membership numbers participation, but it is difficult to provide them with value for their membership fees with low attendance at Chapter meetings at the National conferences
· I fear declining membership numbers if we cannot deliver value for membership fees

Plans for the next reporting period

· To set goals and objectives for the ACC at the Moncton Chapter meeting

· To determine if an E-group is the best forum for communication or if there is a more viable alternative for communications. A solid venue for communication would help us to provide members with benefits for their membership dues, even if it is restricted to communication and information sharing
· I will be asking ACC members if they feel the CCA National Conferences are a good venue for the ACC to pursue training and to achieve the objectives of our chapter. I understand other chapters hold separate meetings (i.e. the BC Chapter)
· The ACC would like to strengthen communications with the CCA executive via our Board Liaison, Real Leclerc. 

· To assist the CCA to embed Indigenous protocols such as acknowledging the Indigenous peoples whose territory each national conference is held in (i.e. Mi’kmaq in Moncton)

· To raise awareness among CCA members and counsellor educators of the issues facing Indigenous peoples via articles in Cognica, the Journal and via ACC space on the CCA website.
