Joyce Rowlands has worked in the area of professional regulation since the mid-1990’s. Prior to becoming Registrar with the Transitional Council of the College of Registered Psychotherapists and Registered Mental Health Therapists of Ontario (CRPRMHTO), she was a Consultant and Project Manager for government agencies and regulatory bodies.

In 2005-2006, Joyce served as Project Manager with the Health Professions Regulatory Advisory Council on the psychotherapy project, examining whether psychotherapists should become a regulated profession in Ontario. Earlier, she worked as Senior Project Manager for Professional Engineers Ontario, the regulatory body for 65,000 licensed engineers, and for the Ontario Ministry of Health as a Research Analyst, Program Manager, and Legislative Assistant to the Minister of Health.

Earlier in her career, Joyce was an occupational health nurse, journalist, and award-winning medical writer. She is a graduate of Queen’s University and Nightingale School of Nursing.
