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Chapter Activities:
· Since the May, 2009 President’s Report, members of the Executive, 

School Counsellors Chapter, continue to participate in monthly meetings via telephone conference calls:  October 5/09, November 2/09, December 3/09, January 12/10, February 18/10, March 11/10, and April 8/10.  The meetings involve a discussion of current issues related to school counselling across Canada, as well as preparations for the Strategic Planning session on May 11 and the upcoming CCPA conference from May 12-14 in Charlottetown.
· At the October 5/09 meeting of the Executive, it was approved that $1 be deducted from Chapter fees to subsidize the cost of translation fees.  Also at the October 5/09 meeting, it was noted that an e-mail was received from Adrian Juric, an elementary school counsellor in Squamish, B.C. who is interested in forming--or becoming part of--an online web community of counsellors for the purposes of case consultation and peer support.  Upon recommendation of the Executive, the request was directed to Ron Lehr, CCPA President, for review.
· Lawrence Ryan has been hired as a facilitator for the Strategic Planning session that will be held on May 11 from 9:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. in Charlottetown.  Lawrence was highly recommended since he had previously facilitated a strategic planning session for the CCPA Board of Directors in Saskatoon in May, 2009.  He also has experience working with corporations, the Nova Scotia Department of Education, as well as several years in Newfoundland working on the establishment of a Board of Examiners in Psychology.  Janice Graham-Migel and Margie Cain met with Lawrence on November 29 to plan the May 11 session.  Another meeting with Lawrence is scheduled on April 26 to finalize the plans for the session.  It was recommended by Lawrence that the maximum number of participants for the School Counsellors Chapter Strategic Planning session is fifteen.  The cost of hiring Lawrence Ryan as facilitator is $2,000 (including HST).  This fee includes facilitation of the session, travel costs and accommodations.   A formal letter was written to the CCPA Board of Directors on April 18, 2010, with a request to cover the facilitation cost in its entirety, or cost share the $2,000 fee.
· Information was e-mailed to members of the School Counsellors Chapter on January 25, March 5, and April 9 regarding the Strategic Planning session.  There are two main goals:  Goal #1 is to raise the profile of School Counsellors in Canada and Goal #2 is to ascertain the qualifications and standards of practice for School Counsellors in Canada.  The following criterion was used to determine the Chapter members who will participate in the strategic planning day: 

(1)  Chapter members who are certified or non-certified members of CCPA; 


(2)  Chapter members who are presently practicing, or have practiced, as a School Counsellor; and (3) Chapter members who are representative of provinces and territories in Canada.  A total of fifteen members have been selected to participate in the Strategic Planning session.
· As President of the School Counsellors Chapter, Janice Graham-Migel received an invitation to attend the Ontario School Counsellors Association (OSCA) conference that was held in Toronto from November 8-10, 2009.  The cost of the registration fee for the conference was covered by OSCA.  At this conference there was the launch of the Guidance Tool Kit by the Ontario Ministry of Education.  Janice also renewed her annual membership with the American School Counselors Association (ASCA) and receives professional literature and journals from this organization for the School Counsellors Chapter.  The cost of the annual ASCA membership for the Chapter President is covered by the School Counsellors Chapter.
· On January 6, 2010, Janice Graham-Migel met with Stan Kutcher, who is overseeing a Sun Life Financial Chair in Adolescent Mental Health.  Dr. Kutcher, a Psychiatrist and Researcher with Dalhousie University’s Faculty of Medicine, is an internationally-renowned expert in the area of adolescent mental health and a national and international leader in mental health research, advocacy, training, policy and health services innovation.  As stated on the website, http://news.medicine.dal.ca/sunlife1.htm, Dr. Kutcher will use his considerable expertise to advance the work of the Sun Life Financial Chair, building awareness and knowledge about mental health issues in young people.  Janice brought forward to this meeting with Dr. Kutcher the feedback received from the School Counsellors Chapter session that was held in Saskatoon, i.e. many school counsellors are looking for professional development through the Chapter.  

Dr. Kutcher just completed a training session on mental health for physicians in 
Canada.  He is willing to look at developing a training session for school counsellors in Canada.  This could be offered through the School Counsellors Chapter in a web-based format.  It was recommended that an ad hoc committee be formed to develop a proposal to be forwarded to Dr. Kutcher.  He would then provide the Chapter with a time line and the costs involved to offer this professional development on Adolescent Mental Health.
· On May 12, 2010 (12:00 noon to 1:30 p.m.) the 11th AGM for the School Counsellors Chapter will be held during the CCPA Conference in Charlottetown.
· A session entitled, “What’s on the Horizon for School Counsellors”Coast will be held at the CCPA Conference in Charlottetown on May 12, 2010, following the School Counsellors Chapter AGM (1:30 - 2:45 p.m.).
