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1.  Welcome and Introductions:

Janice Graham-Migel, President of the School Counsellors Chapter, called the meeting to order at 12:20 p.m., welcomed participants, and introduced Margie Cain, incoming President.   
(Since the Secretary position was vacant, Heather Ackles was asked to record the minutes from the AGM.)
2.  Acceptance of Agenda:

3.  Minutes of the AGM, May 20, 2009, Saskatoon, Saskatchewan were circulated.

4.  Business Arising from the Minutes

Janice pointed out the discussion in the minutes surrounding the elimination of the Guidance Consultant position last year in Prince Edward Island.  Arthur Adams read highlights from the letter that he wrote to the PEI Department of Education about this issue.  Janice thanked Arthur for writing the letter.  The Guidance Consultant position has also been eliminated in Saskatchewan. Arthur Adams and members of PEICA also requested to meet with the Minister of Education and other officials.  Their request was granted and it was a positive meeting, but they did not feel it was very productive.  They also met with their superintendent and directors of student services from the school boards and the department of education, but received no guarantees that the position would be re-established.

Discussion took place regarding lobbying the government for issues related to school counselling – Lorna Martin indicated that the lobbying is better done through your local organization, not through CCPA, unless you are lobbying for your members.  Provincial associations have more power because they consist of the local voters who vote in provincial elections.
5.  President’s Report

Janice reviewed the President’s Report.
· In response to a request from a school counsellor to form an online web community of counsellors for the purposes of case consultation and peer support, the request was directed to Ron Lehr, CCPA President, for review.  The Chapter is working on ways to support counsellors but there are many confidentiality issues that need to be addressed prior to implementation.
· Janice checked with the Canada Millennium Scholarship Foundation for a copy of their study results, but the office is now closed.

· The Strategic Planning Session was not funded by the CCPA Board because of their 


by-laws.  However, they commend the great work that was done at the session and will 
be doing what they can to support the School Counsellors Chapter.  Janice thanked 
Lorna, Ron, and Ardele for supporting the strategic planning session held on May 11.

· Anyone interested in the Guidance Tool Kit that was launched at the Ontario School Counsellors (OSCA) conference in November, please contact Janice.

· OSCA will pay the registration fee for any presidents of school counselling organizations to attend the OSCA annual conferences (reciprocal agreement).

· The American School Counselors Association (ASCA) publishes information about school counselling, i.e. journal called “Professional School Counseling.”

· Discussion took place regarding an ad hoc committee to develop a proposal to be sent to Dr. Stan Kutcher with a request to develop web-based professional development on mental health for school counsellors.  Any Chapter member interested in working on an ad hoc committee should contact Janice.

- Cognica and the Canadian Journal of Counselling are now online.  This is because of the requirements by funders and easier access for researchers.  Back issues of the journal are also available online.

- Following the online survey about professional development concerns, the Board has developed webinars.  They invite comments and feedback concerning the webinar effectiveness.

- Ardele is chairing a subcommittee of the Board, the Education Committee, and will report more on the webinars and seminars at a later date.

- An intense area of work for the Board is related to regulations.  There is a national coordinating committee that CCPA organizes.  They plan to determine counsellor competencies.  Competencies will be grouped in 5 headings and examined – this information will be used to guide the provision of professional development through the CCPA.
